Thy Kingdom Come

Introduction

Most Christians are familiar with the “Lord’s Prayer”. This is often atpe as a tradition in many
Christian denominations. The prayer was given by Jesus in response to a retjoast ththe
disciples made to be taught how to pray. Much can be learned from studying thpdestteanJesus
gave.

And he said unto them, When ye pray, say, Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy
kingdom come. Thy will be done, as in heaven, so in earth. Give us day by day our daily bread. And
forgive us our sins; for we also forgive every one that is indebted to us. And lead us not into

temptation; but deliver us from evil. - Luke 11:2-4

In particular, the word “kingdom” is basileia in the Greek and means royeddyny or kingdom.

Note: some translations delete “Thy will be done, as in heaven, so in earth.” B&csise a modern
Greek New Testament was compiled a little over 100 years ago from two miaisysarported to be
older and therefore more “accurate”. There is reason to suspect thatetimeytlaer older nor more
“accurate”.

One can see in the now frequently missing subsequent line “Thy will be done, as in heaven, so In
earth.” an expansion of the meaning of God’s kingdom coming. There is much suffehaguartd

that is a result of rebellion (both angelic and human) against God. The commonly dingtis an
expression of hope that the coming kingdom would quell the rebellion that has produced so much
misery.

This example of prayer was requested by a disciple seeking instruction simillaat the disciples of
John the Baptist had already received from him. Since the request was madeiSteapray” and the
answer included the words “ye” and “our”, it would indicate a plural that would applysatdethe
other disciples. Here we need to consider an important discipline of bible studytasddlrasist the
temptation to jump to conclusions.

It is tempting to assume that the instruction Jesus gave to the disciples ipphdx ta the entire

nation of Israel and even to gentile Christians. However, this is not clearly gstakiln the text.

Praying that the kingdom would come and that God’s will would be done would seem to not have any
restriction of application. Even the request for “daily bread” could also be sew®rn Emited to a

particular group. However, forgiveness, leading, and deliverance may not haveal@gplisation.

The possibility that aspects of the kingdom may not have universal application cam bathehe
instruction Jesus gives his disciples.

And he said unto them, Unto you it is given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God: but unto them
that are without, all these things are done in parables: - Mark 4:11

It is the intention of this book to make a careful examination of the biblicaérefes to the kingdom
of God. From these it is hoped that a more clear understanding can be obtained regardirag what
promised, offered, rejected, and will be established in regard to the kingdéadof



Chapter 1. The King

The kingdom in the bible is called “the kingdom of God”. Matthew frequently calls itkitigglom of
heaven”. In Ephesians it is also called “the kingdom of Christ and God”. The natioaedfiad been
promised a king (Messiah) for hundreds of years.

For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and
his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting FatherntbeoPri
Peace. Of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of David,
and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justice from henceforth
even for ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this. - Isaiah 9:6-7

The prophet Daniel had been given a time in which to expect the arrival of thiaiMess

Know therefore and understand, that from the going forth of the commandment to restore and to build
Jerusalem unto the Messiah the Prince shall be seven weeks, and threescore and twhenstedest
shall be built again, and the wall, even in troublous times. - Daniel 9:25

Here the English translation “weeks” for the Hebrew word * shabtia“ “ can be misleading. The word
actually means “sevened”. While frequently used to describe a seven day waelglgaccmean a
group of seven years. This highlights the additional need for deliberative cautiors@gieng to draw
from the bible an understanding. Precision and thoroughness are often negleaisd theacan seem
tedious. However, the path of truth has value worth any price.

Another difficulty in understanding the “king” of the kingdom lies in understanding theredhip
between Jesus (God the Son) and God the father. Some people are surprised to see dbed rEAti
plurality at creation.

And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the
fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every
creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. - Genesis 1:26

This opens the difficulty in considering the doctrine of the trinity (God the Father, igbhiody
Spirit). It was difficult for the disciples as well.

Believest thou not that | am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that | speak unto you |
speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works. - John 14:10

While the trinity is united in purpose, there is distinction in function.
For the Father judgeth no man, but hath committed all judgment unto the Son: - John 5:22
There are numerous prophecies regarding a future king. Sometimes thesefarenoead¢o a local

ruler. However, references to the whole earth and “all’ nations tend tdHiesie descriptions to a
future king.



In his days shall the righteous flourish; and abundance of peace so long as the moon endureth. He
shall have dominion also from sea to sea, and from the river unto the ends of the earth. They that
dwell in the wilderness shall bow before him; and his enemies shall lick the dust. nghefki

Tarshish and of the isles shall bring presents: the kings of Sheba and Seba shall offer gifts. Yea, all
kings shall fall down before him: all nations shall serve him. - Psalm 72:7-11

That this king is Jesus seems to be firmly established in the bible.

And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name JESUS.
He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the
throne of his father David: And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom
there shall be no end. - Luke 1:31-33

Jesus often referred to himself as the “Son of Man” (a title applied to theaWpssi

Verily | say unto you, There be some standing here, which shall not taste of death, $iiettileg Son
of man coming in his kingdom. - Matthew 16:28

A glimpse of the kingdom was given to three of the disciples.

And after six days Jesus taketh Peter, James, and John his brother, and bringeth them up into an high
mountain apart, And was transfigured before them: and his face did shine as the sun, and his raiment
was white as the light. And, behold, there appeared unto them Moses and Elias talking with him. -
Matthew 17:1-3

Chapter 2 - The Kingdom Promised

God established a nation from the descendants of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. Jacob had his nam
changed to Israel and this was to be the name of the nation that God would use for his purposes. T
main purpose was to be the foundation from which salvation could be offered to all the nations.

But now thus saith the LORD that created thee, O Jacob, and he that formed thee, O Israwdi:Fear

for | have redeemed thee, | have called thee by thy name; thou art mine. ... Ye are ngswaaidss

the LORD, and my servant whom | have chosen: that ye may know and believe me, and understand that
| am he: before me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after me. - Isaiah 43:1&10

It was intended that Israel would record the word of God.

What advantage then hath the Jew? or what profit is there of circumcision? Much evechiefly;
because that unto them were committed the oracles of God. - Romans 3:1-2

It was also promised that from this nation (in particular a descendant ottreldeng of Israel,
David, the son of Jesse) the Messiah would come.

And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots:
And the spirit of the LORD shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of
counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the LORD,; - Isaiah 11:1-2



And again, Esaias saith, There shall be a root of Jesse, and he that shall rise to reign over thg Gentile
in him shall the Gentiles trust. - Romans 15:12

It was intended from before creation that Christ would be the means of redemption.

Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gotdufrom
vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers; But with the precious blood sf, @arof

a lamb without blemish and without spot: Who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the
world, but was manifest in these last times for you, - 1 Peter 1:18-20

The promise of a king for Israel was central to the view of the Messiah.

And | will gather the remnant of my flock out of all countries whither | have driven them,land wi
bring them again to their folds; and they shall be fruitful and increase. And | will set up siepher
over them which shall feed them: and they shall fear no more, nor be dismayed, neitherysball the
lacking, saith the LORD. - Jeremiah 23:3-4

And in the days of these kings shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom, which shall never be
destroyed: and the kingdom shall not be left to other people, but it shall break in pieces andcconsum
all these kingdoms, and it shall stand for ever. - Daniel 2:44

Chapter 3 - The False Start Kingdom

There is an example of the nation of Israel being out of step with God when God was tleaahrogit

of Egypt and into the land that had been promised to them. Even though they had observed the many
demonstrations of God’s power, they were fearful to trust in him for battle.Sgveyn their own

thinking a better plan.

And all the congregation lifted up their voice, and cried; and the people wept that night. And all the
children of Israel murmured against Moses and against Aaron: and the whole congregation said unto
them, Would God that we had died in the land of Egypt! or would God we had died in this wilderness!
And wherefore hath the LORD brought us unto this land, to fall by the sword, that our wives and our
children should be a prey? were it not better for us to return into Egypt? - Numbers 14:1-3

God'’s anger was appeased by the pleading of Moses such that the rebellious peoplesigre not
However, God declared that they would wander in the wilderness for forty yeansé&etdheir
reluctance to trust God. The people then decided that they would now invade stillrdiagegdat
God had declared. They still could not bring themselves to trust God.

And they rose up early in the morning, and gat them up into the top of the mountain, saying, Lo, we be
here, and will go up unto the place which the LORD hath promised: for we have sinned. And Moses
said, Wherefore now do ye transgress the commandment of the LORD? but it shall not prosper. Go not
up, for the LORD is not among you; that ye be not smitten before your enemies. For thé&smalek

and the Canaanites are there before you, and ye shall fall by the sword: because ye are turned away
from the LORD, therefore the LORD will not be with you. - Numbers 14:40-43

In a way, Israel is a picture of how often we disregard God and seek to advance oumsw8eguaral
years later the people of Israel became dissatisfied with the Judgesisaatup for them. They saw



other countries had a king and demanded from Samuel that he give them a king. It was inggnded t
the Messiah would be Israel’s king. However, still unwilling to wait upon God, in a desirdike be
other nations, Israel demanded a king of their own.

And said unto him, Behold, thou art old, and thy sons walk not in thy ways: now make us a king to
judge us like all the nations. But the thing displeased Samuel, when they said, Give us a king to judge
us. And Samuel prayed unto the LORD. And the LORD said unto Samuel, Hearken unto the voice of
the people in all that they say unto thee: for they have not rejected thee, but they ltéee nege that

| should not reign over them. - 1 Samuel 8:5-7

The nation of Israel was given king Saul, then David, and then Solomon. After Solomon, the nation
was divided into two parts. Each part had a succession of kings but the nation descended igto idolatr
and pagan practices so deeply that God had the northern kingdom (called Israel) invadedcyed dest
The southern kingdom (Judah) was taken captive to Babylon for 70 years aftethayidinally
abandoned idolatry.

After the return of Judah (which also included refugees from the other ttibeg)ived at the

sufferance of and paid tribute alternatively to the Ptolemaic and Seleuciskendjiie result of these
political, cultural, and military Greek influences was to create a widesgesallar perspective. Such
that by the time Jesus was born, there were only two people looking for him at phe #emma and
Simeon. Those who gave any thought at all to the future of the nation may have thought of it less in
terms of the promises of God, and more in terms of an alternative to Roman rule.

The Zealots were a political movement in 1st-century Second Temple Judaism, whiclosoagét t
the people of Judea Province to rebel against the Roman Empire and expel it from the Holy Land by
force of arms. - Wikipedia

One might understand that any thoughts of a future kingdom might be shaped by stbaagaftof
Israel's past such as the rule of Solomon. Jesus even uses the common understanding ofutthefgrande
the past as an illustration.

Consider the lilies how they grow: they toil not, they spin not; and yet | say unto you, that Solomon in
all his glory was not arrayed like one of these. - Luke 12:27

One might see how stories of the past might have grown to mythic proportions in the mird$ of m
Israelites. This would have been reflective of a mindset that saw a futgdok in terms of
contemporary human possibility more than what God had promised.

Chapter 4 - The Kingdom Expected

There were two significant aspects to prophecy that were either disr@gandet understood. The first
was that the Messiah would suffer.

For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form
nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire ém. Hei
despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our
faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not. Surely he hath borne our griefs, and



carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, ancedffli@ut he was
wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of @npsac
upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. - Isaiah 53:2-5

Even Daniel prophesied that the Messiah would be “cut off”.

And after threescore and two weeks shall Messiah be cut off, but not for himself: and taeptwpl
prince that shall come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary; and the end thereof shedlde wi
flood, and unto the end of the war desolations are determined. - Daniel 9:26

The second major element that was not fully understood was that just as the natimtialgs
founded by a covenant (testament or contract) with God at Mt. Sinai, the nation was af agew
“‘covenant”.

Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that | will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and
with the house of Judah: Not according to the covenant that | made with their fathers in the day that |
took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although
| was an husband unto them, saith the LORD: But this shall be the covenant that | will thake wi
house of Israel; After those days, saith the LORD, | will put my law in their inwarsl, pad write it

in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people. And they shall teach no more
every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the LORD: for they shall all know
me, from the least of them unto the greatest of them, saith the LORD: for | wileftrgir iniquity,

and | will remember their sin no more. - Jeremiah 31:31-34

The disciples were even expecting a kingdom in the mold of the historical grandéaechtr David
and Solomon. This can be seen from the use of the word “restore”.

When they therefore were come together, they asked of him, saying, Lord, wilt theuiietinestore
again the kingdom to Israel? - Acts 1.6

At a meal one man (probably giving a familiar toast) declared what was comexpagted about the
kingdom.

And when one of them that sat at meat with him heard these things, he said unto him, Bleskad is he t
shall eat bread in the kingdom of God. - Luke 14:15

The response to this was for Jesus to tell about a man who gave a feast and a&adsisefect the
invitation, compelled strangers and wayfarers to come to his feast. Theaitigpl was that people
should not expect automatic inclusion in the kingdom. It was to be offered as an invitation.

Chapter 5 - Kingdom Characteristics

There are several Old Testament descriptions of conditions in the kingdom that rhayenbeen fully
appreciated. That there would be no war would be of particular interest.

And he shall judge among the nations, and shall rebuke many people: and they shall beat their swords
into plowshares, and their spears into pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up sword against nation,
neither shall they learn war any more. - Isaiah 2:4



In addition to universal peace, there is an indication of vastly extended life.

There shall be no more thence an infant of days, nor an old man that hath not filled his days: for the
child shall die an hundred years old; but the sinner being an hundred years old shall be accursed. -
Isaiah 65:20

The work of the Holy Spirit would produce powerful results.

And it shall come to pass afterward, that | will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and

your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions:
And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those days will | pour out my spirit. - Joel 2:28-
29

The Jew would be sought out instead of persecuted.

Thus saith the LORD of hosts; In those days it shall come to pass, that ten men shall take hold out of
all languages of the nations, even shall take hold of the skirt of him that is a Jew, saying, We will go
with you: for we have heard that God is with you. - Zechariah 8:23

Even nature would be made less hostile.

The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the calf and
the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall lead them. And the cow and the bear
shall feed; their young ones shall lie down together: and the lion shall eat straw like th&noixthe
sucking child shall play on the hole of the asp, and the weaned child shall put his hand on the
cockatrice' den. - Isaiah 11:6-8

The nation of Israel was supposed to be the means by which the knowledge of the Lord would be
spread to the whole world.

For the earth shall be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the LORD, as the watersheosgea. -
Habakkuk 2:14

There will be a penalty for those who refuse to send representatives toehartesalorship Jesus.

And it shall be, that whoso will not come up of all the families of the earth unto Jerusalem to worship
the King, the LORD of hosts, even upon them shall be no rain. - Zechariah 14:17

We can begin to get a picture of life in the kingdom. We do not know what level of technolodpe may
available. It may be that information will have to be acquired directly (pessoerson) rather than
through newspapers, radio, TV, or the Internet. The reference to “families’haiagte a stronger
association of relationships over the political association of nations.

Chapter 6 - The Kingdom Offered

When John the Baptist began his preaching, it had been almost 400 years since a prophetskat! bee
to the nation of Israel. Since that time Alexander the Great had come and gonenatind egeolt of



the Maccabees had been over 100 years earlier.

In those days came John the Baptist, preaching in the wilderness of Judaea, And saying, Repent ye
for the kingdom of heaven is at hand. For this is he that was spoken of by the prophet Esaias, saying,
The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his pafhts str

And the same John had his raiment of camel's hair, and a leathern girdle about his loins; and his meat
was locusts and wild honey. Then went out to him Jerusalem, and all Judaea, and all the region round
about Jordan, And were baptized of him in Jordan, confessing their sins. - Matthew 3:1-6

John the Baptist announced the kingdom, however, it was Jesus (the king) who could ofies it. Je
gives a parable that describes the kingdom offer.

And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in parables? He answered
and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to
them it is not given. For whosoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have more abundance:
but whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that he hath. Therefore speak | to them in
parables: because they seeing see not; and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand. And in
them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not

understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive: For this people's heart ignassed

and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they shaithl se

their eyes, and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted,
and | should heal them. But blessed are your eyes, for they see: and your ears, for they hear. For
verily | say unto you, That many prophets and righteous men have desired to see those things which ye
see, and have not seen them; and to hear those things which ye hear, and have not heard them. Hear
ye therefore the parable of the sower. When any one heareth the word of the kingdom, and
understandeth it not, then cometh the wicked one, and catcheth away that which was sown in his heart.
This is he which received seed by the way side. But he that received thecssthy places, the

same is he that heareth the word, and anon with joy receiveth it; Yet hath he not root in hitnself, bu
dureth for a while: for when tribulation or persecution ariseth because of the word, by and by he is
offended. He also that received seed among the thorns is he that heareth the word; and thhisare of
world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful. But he that
received seed into the good ground is he that heareth the word, and understandeth it; which also
beareth fruit, and bringeth forth, some an hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty. - Matthew 13:10-23

It is interesting to note that the kingdom does not come in the usual way suc¢h as imvasion by
another kingdom or rebellion from within. The kingdom is offered by “word”. It reqairesponse
from those to whom it is offered.

Chapter 7 - The Kingdom and Covenant

Most of the people of Israel considered the establishment of their nation by Gadsaafiivhen they
were given the law.

Now therefore, if ye will obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant, then ye shall bera peculia
treasure unto me above all people: for all the earth is mine: And ye shall be unto me a kingdom of
priests, and an holy nation. These are the words which thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel.
And Moses came and called for the elders of the people, and laid before their faces all these word
which the LORD commanded him. And all the people answered together, and said, All that the LORD



hath spoken we will do. And Moses returned the words of the people unto the LORD. - Exo8us 19:5-

Even though the prophet Jeremiah told them that there would be a “new covenant”, mosteere eit
disinterested or unable to see in this promise anything of practical value. Regapaconsciously
understood that a new covenant would indicate something insufficient or incomplete it thee.

But this shall be the covenant that | will make with the house of Israel; After thasesdily the
LORD, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be tG&d, and
they shall be my people. - Jeremiah 31:33

Paul would later explain in his letter to the Romans;

For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the
likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: That the righteousine$avof
might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. - Romans 8:3-4

Here we can see the relationship between the flesh and the law in contrast withktloé tive Holy
Spirit.

The solution to the problem of the limitation of the law was to receive the Spirit of Yaetith we
can have the life of Christ in us. For the nation of Israel this was to be accomplistreGadhe/ould
“pour out his Spirit”.

And | will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and
of supplications: and they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him,
as one mourneth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in bifterhess
firstborn. - Zechariah 12:10

The first covenant with Israel proved inadequate to achieve the redemption of maneHaweas a
gift to Israel and will not be done away with.

Think not that | am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: | am not come to destroy, blit to fulfi
For verily | say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wiseopasisef
law, till all be fulfilled. - Matthew 5:17-18

The new covenant (testament or contract) was to be with Israel in addition to the ofdlmn&aw.

Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the new testament in my bldod; shed for
you. - Luke 22:20

Chapter 8 - Salvation and Kingdom

For many people the relationship with God consists of learning what has to be dangdasaace in
heaven. While the relationship God desires to have with man is so much more, it caiubechel
examine the means by which eternal life is achieved.

In a word, it is by faith. This is not the same as simply “believing”. The Greet pistis carries with



it an understanding of trust that is somewhat lacking in the English word “beliave’ili@tration that
has been used to highlight this difference is a description from the 1920s of a man wipoasets
daredevil act to push a wheelbarrow over a tightrope stretched across Neltgara fystander is
asked if he believes that the man can be successful. The man answers thaté®ibetia be done.
He is then asked if he wishes to ride in the wheelbarrow.

We are told that Abraham was considered righteous because of his faith (trust).
Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness. - Galatians 3:6

This was hundreds of years before the law was given to his descendants. One probleenlavitlvts
that it was easy for some to think that by keeping the law, they had made themgbteess.

And he spake this parable unto certain which trusted in themselves that they weoisigatel
despised others: - Luke 18:9

Jesus appears to say that one can earn salvation;

And he said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God: but if thou
wilt enter into life, keep the commandments. - Matthew 19:17

Here we might see that the “keeping” of the commandments is the expressipasbiraand reliance
on the promises of God. There was an emphasis on works for the nation of Israel, not & achiev
salvation, but to demonstrate ones faith. This was described by James inrig tettdwelve tribes.

Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and | have works: shew me thy faith without thy works, and | will
shew thee my faith by my works. - James 2:18

John the Baptist also indicated that works had an ability to verify faith.

But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees come to his baptism, he said unto them, O
generation of vipers, who hath warned you to flee from the wrath to come? Bring forth thievéfore

meet for repentance: And think not to say within yourselves, We have Abraham to oufoiatisay

unto you, that God is able of these stones to raise up children unto Abraham. And now also the axe is
laid unto the root of the trees: therefore every tree which bringeth not forth good tneitvis down,

and cast into the fire. |indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that ceenatteas

mightier than |, whose shoes | am not worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and
with fire: - Matthew 3:7-11

For those who were faithful in life, there was a reward of eternablifie tobtained at the resurrection
of the just.

And many of them that sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, some to everlasting ldmeattd s
shame and everlasting contempt. And they that be wise shall shine as the brightnessyartentir
and they that turn many to righteousness as the stars for ever and ever. - Daniel 12:2-3

This was what could be expected for having one’s faith in God lived out according to the laweHowe
there was to be a change brought about by a new covenant for Israel. In speakingafTdstadient
(covenant) saints, the writer of Hebrews indicates that they had not recéiged/euld be now made



available.

They were stoned, they were sawn asunder, were tempted, were slain with thér®ya@ndered

about in sheepskins and goatskins; being destitute, afflicted, tormented; (Of whom the wordd wa
worthy:) they wandered in deserts, and in mountains, and in dens and caves of the earth. And these
all, having obtained a good report through faith, received not the promise: God having provided some
better thing for us, that they without us should not be made perfect. - Hebrews 11:37-40

The “better” thing that was made available was to receive salvationdiat@ly. By the grace of God
faith can result in a “regeneration” of that which was lost at the firstesnsXold Nicodemus that one
needed to be “born again” to enter the kingdom. For most of Jewish history regeneasteeew as
something that would happen at the resurrection of the just. Jesus describes ienregdregration and
salvation available through trust in him.

Verily, verily, | say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath
everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life. 24ohn 5:

This introduced two paths of salvation, although both are based on faith. The first patimveaity
for the nation of Israel. It was a faith demonstrated through the keeping of the hatiddalvould be
obtained at the first resurrection.

It is good that a man should both hope and quietly wait for the salvation of the LORD. - Lamentations
3:26

The second path was to obtain salvation immediately upon trusting in Jesus.

In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom
also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, -d&fEhesi3

Entrance to the kingdom required one to be regenerated. This could be obtained atrd#seifiesttion
or immediately upon trusting in Jesus. However, until the kingdom was acceptedeanedéy the
nation of Israel, kingdom existence would be limited to the internal.

And when he was demanded of the Pharisees, when the kingdom of God should come, he answered

them and said, The kingdom of God cometh not with observation: Neither shall they say, Lo here! or,
lo there! for, behold, the kingdom of God is within you. - Luke 17:20-21

Chapter 9 - The Kingdom Described

Jesus told Nicodemus that entrance to the kingdom required that he be “born again”

Jesus answered, Verily, verily, | say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he
cannot enter into the kingdom of God. That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born
of the Spirit is spirit. - John 3:5-6

Our natural physical birth (born of water) is insufficient to enter thedking There is something
inside of us that is “dead” and requires being made alive for one to be “born agasrhayhbe what



died when Adam and Eve sinned.

But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest
thereof thou shalt surely die. - Genesis 2:17

For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive. - 1 Corinthians 15:22
Jesus used several ways to illustrate the character of the kingdom.
Tares and Wheat

Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is likened unto a man which
sowed good seed in his field: But while men slept, his enemy came and sowed tares amoag the whe
and went his way. But when the blade was sprung up, and brought forth fruit, then appeared the tares
also. So the servants of the householder came and said unto him, Sir, didst not thou sow good seed in
thy field? from whence then hath it tares? He said unto them, An enemy hath done desvarits

said unto him, Wilt thou then that we go and gather them up? But he said, Nay; lest while ye gather
up the tares, ye root up also the wheat with them. Let both grow together until the harvesthand in t
time of harvest | will say to the reapers, Gather ye together first the taresjrahthbm in bundles to

burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn. - Matthew 13:24-30

This illustration shows that the objective of the kingdom (to obtain a harvest of whiastiated by
an enemy who infiltrates the kingdom with false or counterfeit members such th&tenlat harvest,
can the kingdom be populated in purity. The enemy is often thought to be Satan. Howeveroldk a
that anyone who is a friend of the world is an enemy of God.

Ye adulterers and adulteresses, know ye not that the friendship of the world is enmitydfith G
whosoever therefore will be a friend of the world is the enemy of God. - James 4:4

Even if Satan is restrained during the kingdom period, and even if all who enter the kingdom are
regenerated believers, their children may not follow after the Lord andreambecome “tares”.

The Mustard Seed

Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is like to a grain of mustard
seed, which a man took, and sowed in his field: Which indeed is the least of all seeds: but when it is
grown, it is the greatest among herbs, and becometh a tree, so that the birds of the air come and lodge
in the branches thereof. - Matthew 13:31-32

This comparison is used to illustrate that the kingdom might seem insigbificaas introduced by
“word” not conquest), but that it would grow to much larger proportions. The reference to lodging
implies a suitable habitation.

The Leaven

Another parable spake he unto them; The kingdom of heaven is like unto leaven, which a woman took,
and hid in three measures of meal, till the whole was leavened. - Matthew 13:22



Here the pervasive character of the kingdom is highlighted. Sometimes leasst) (y used to show
the pervasiveness of evil. Here it is used to illustrate that the kingdom wiitard cannot be
hindered and like yeast, cannot be stopped.

The Field and Pearl

Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto treasure hid in a field; the which when a man hath found, he
hideth, and for joy thereof goeth and selleth all that he hath, and buyeth that field. Again, the kingdom
of heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls: Who, when he had found one pearl of
great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it. - Matthew 13:44-46

Here we read of the true value of the kingdom. The idea of selling “all” tondibgakingdom reveals a
value that is not at first apparent.

The Kingdom as a Net

Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a net, that was cast into the sea, and gathered of every kind:
Which, when it was full, they drew to shore, and sat down, and gathered the good into vessels, but cast
the bad away. So shall it be at the end of the world: the angels shall come forth, and sever the wicked
from among the just, And shall cast them into the furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing
of teeth. - Matthew 13:47-50

Here the idea of adulteration is given similar to the wheat and tares. Howeadditional element is
introduced. The kingdom is pictured as the means by which people are gatheregnfmmjud

The Kingdom as a Householder

For the kingdom of heaven is like unto a man that is an householder, which went out early in the
morning to hire labourers into his vineyard. And when he had agreed with the labourers for a penny a
day, he sent them into his vineyard. And he went out about the third hour, and saw others standing
idle in the marketplace, And said unto them; Go ye also into the vineyard, and whatsogVen i

will give you. And they went their way. Again he went out about the sixth and ninth hour, and did
likewise. And about the eleventh hour he went out, and found others standing idle, and saith unto
them, Why stand ye here all the day idle? They say unto him, Because no man hath hired us. He saith
unto them, Go ye also into the vineyard; and whatsoever is right, that shall ye receive. n®vavhe

was come, the lord of the vineyard saith unto his steward, Call the labourers, and give thérinetheir
beginning from the last unto the first. And when they came that were hired about the eleventh hour
they received every man a penny. But when the first came, they supposed that they should have
received more; and they likewise received every man a penny. And when they kad redbey

murmured against the goodman of the house, Saying, These last have wrought but one hour, and thou
hast made them equal unto us, which have borne the burden and heat of the day. But he answered one
of them, and said, Friend, | do thee no wrong: didst not thou agree with me for a penny? Take that
thine is, and go thy way: | will give unto this last, even as unto thee. Is it not lawful fordmevhat

I will with mine own? Is thine eye evil, because | am good? So the last shall be first, arst thstfir

for many be called, but few chosen. - Matthew 20:1-16

This parable describes how those in the kingdom are there because of an invitation anatidispe
of grace. Individual merit and achievement are not taken into consideration. Thaatahtlat bears
upon this is the goodness of God.



The Kingdom and an Invitation to a Marriage Feast

And Jesus answered and spake unto them again by parables, and said, The kingdom of heaven is like
unto a certain king, which made a marriage for his son, And sent forth his servants to catlahem t

were bidden to the wedding: and they would not come. Again, he sent forth other servants, saying,

Tell them which are bidden, Behold, | have prepared my dinner: my oxen and my fatlingsdre kille

and all things are ready: come unto the marriage. But they made light of it, and went their ways, one

to his farm, another to his merchandise: And the remnant took his servants, and entreated them
spitefully, and slew them. But when the king heard thereof, he was wroth: and he sent fortrekis armi
and destroyed those murderers, and burned up their city. Then saith he to his servants, The wedding is
ready, but they which were bidden were not worthy. Go ye therefore into the highways, and as many
as ye shall find, bid to the marriage. So those servants went out into the highways, and gathered
together all as many as they found, both bad and good: and the wedding was furnished with guests.
And when the king came in to see the guests, he saw there a man which had not on a wedding garment:
And he saith unto him, Friend, how camest thou in hither not having a wedding garment? And he was
speechless. Then said the king to the servants, Bind him hand and foot, and take him away, and cast
him into outer darkness; there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. For many are called, but few
are chosen. - Matthew 22:1-14

In this illustration, a more particular point is made of the nation of Israel npmirrémg to the offer of
the Kingdom. Those who are not interested or unwilling to respond will find that others gildre
what they did not value. The invitation to both the good and bad may indicate that the gradasof G
offered to all. The ejection of the man without a wedding garment may reflethdisa who have
failed to clothe themselves in Christ have no access to the kingdom.

Chapter 10 - The Kingdom - Consequences for Refusing
Jesus associated his announcement of the kingdom with a call for national repentan

From that time Jesus began to preach, and to say, Repent: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand. -
Matthew 4:17

There were two Hebrew words both translated “repent”. One meant more a sorebéneljihe other

meant more of making a change. The Greek word translated as repent means torotmngad. All

have bearing on this call of Jesus. The entire nation was established to be a lahgdests through

whom the knowledge of God could be spread throughout the whole world. Instead, people had largely
lost interest in God and were seeking after their own interests.

Jesus gives a significant warning as to what the nation could expect if they pargisting the offer
of the kingdom.

There were present at that season some that told him of the Galilaeans, whose blood Pilate had



mingled with their sacrifices. And Jesus answering said unto them, Suppose ye that thesmnGali
were sinners above all the Galilaeans, because they suffered such things? | teflyydautNexcept
ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish. Or those eighteen, upon whom the tower in Sijcard fe
slew them, think ye that they were sinners above all men that dwelt in Jerusaleihou, tNay: but,
except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish. - Luke 13:1-5

The use of the word “likewise” for these two examples is important. In theversing, the
government will act to kill them. In the second warning large stones will dnesh tio death.
Following these two warnings Jesus gave an illustration.

He spake also this parable; A certain man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard; and he came and
sought fruit thereon, and found none. Then said he unto the dresser of his vineyard, Behold, these
three years | come seeking fruit on this fig tree, and find none: cut it down; why cumbgreth i

ground? And he answering said unto him, Lord, let it alone this year also, till | shall dig about it, and
dung it: And if it bear fruit, well: and if not, then after that thou shalt cut it down. - Luke 13:6-9

Rome decided to pacify the Jewish rebellion of 66 AD. After three yearsgef siheere was a year of
respite as political adjustments were made in Rome, then in 70 AD Jerusalaongaered and the
Jewish diaspora began. At the end of the siege, catapults hurled large stones itytotlemsalem.
That Jesus gave this illustration after the two warnings and that it incluglegehific timing testifies
to the earnestness of the appeal to repent.

The bible often describes a “hardening” of hearts often associated with thogewe made wrong
choices. It is a sort of “compounding” of a bad decision.

And the LORD said unto Moses, When thou goest to return into Egypt, see that thou do all those
wonders before Pharaoh, which | have put in thine hand: but | will harden his heart, that he shall not
let the people go. - Exodus 4:21

Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankfudaing be
vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened. Professing themselvegide,be
they became fools, - Romans 1:21-22

What then? Israel hath not obtained that which he seeketh for; but the election hathdibi@ine

the rest were blinded (According as it is written, God hath given them the sitndier, eyes that

they should not see, and ears that they should not hear;) unto this day. And David saith, Let their
table be made a snare, and a trap, and a stumblingblock, and a recompence unto them: Let their eyes
be darkened, that they may not see, and bow down their back alway. - Romans 11:7-10

It is natural for us to think that this is “unfair”. However, a sovereign God is compjestito
withdraw mercy from whomsoever he chooses. Those who reject him themselves beieated.

Chapter 11 - The Kingdom, Almost

However, even Paul seehupbdsstowards the end of his
ministry.

For the heart of this people is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes have they
closed; lest they should see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand whibsattieir

and should be converted, and | should heal them. Be it known therefore unto you, that the salvation of
God is sent unto the Gentiles, and that they will hear it. - Acts 28:27-28

Chapter 12 - The Kingdom Authenticated

A key element of the kingdom was to be the work of the Holy Spirit. This work would be inrpowe
and a convincing sign that God was establishing the kingdom. There were two main peheds in t
history of Israel where there was an abundance of miraculous signs, the egod&gpt and
ministry of Elijah. With Jesus we also see an abundance of miraculous works.

Then Jesus answering said unto them, Go your way, and tell John what things ye have seen and heard;
how that the blind see, the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are taesed, t
poor the gospel is preached. - Luke 7:22

And many other signs truly did Jesus in the presence of his disciples, which areteatiwthis
book: - John 20:30

Jesus had given his disciples the ability to do miraculous signs as well.



Then he called his twelve disciples together, and gave them power and authority ovealsathdévo
cure diseases. And he sent them to preach the kingdom of God, and to heal the sick. - Luke 9:1-2

The disciples had grown so confident in this powerful ability that they saw in iathe gower that
Elijah wielded.

And when his disciples James and John saw this, they said, Lord, wilt thou that we command fire to
come down from heaven, and consume them, even as Elias did? - Luke 9:54

Jesus in describing the work of the Holy Spirit to the disciples explained tHapitite‘dwelleth”
(present tense) with them, but would be “in” them (future tense). This describgemeral
manifestations of the Holy Spirit. The first is for the working of signs andaheis which authenticate
that God is at work. The second is a vital “abiding presence” of God the Holy Spirit.

Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, kretkieth him:
but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. - John 14:17

When Jesus addresses the disciples just before he ascends into heaven, ha tellwditdor a few
days because they will be “baptized” with the Holy Spirit. (Note: it is unfiate that the translators
chose to transliterate the Greek word baptizo as baptize rather than traesidbemerse”. The word
in Greek was used for dying wool, washing dishes, and ships that sunk)

To whom also he shewed himself alive after his passion by many infallible proofs, being lsexn of t
forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God: And, being assembled
together with them, commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the
promise of the Father, which, saith he, ye have heard of me. For John truly baptized with water; but
ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence. - Acts 1:3-5

Ten days after the ascension of Jesus was the annual celebration of PenteeasistResas the
memorial of the law being given to the nation of Israel at Mt. Sinai. It isestiag to note that on the
same day the new covenant was established and authenticated by the work of thgrkioly S

And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them. And they
were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them
utterance.

Paul was called primarily as an apostle to the gentiles. However, he also wdatd desus to the
Jews.

For | will not dare to speak of any of those things which Christ hath not wrought by me, to make the
Gentiles obedient, by word and deed, Through mighty signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit of
God; so that from Jerusalem, and round about unto Illyricum, I have fully preached the gospel of

Christ. - Romans 15:18-19

And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of man's wisdom, but in demonstration
of the Spirit and of power: - 1 Corinthians 2:4

The writer of Hebrews mentions that the Hebrews had ‘tasted of the power ajrtddavcome’.

For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted of the haéiyanly g
were made partakers of the Holy Ghost, And have tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the
world to come, - Hebrews 6:4-5

The supernatural ‘gifts’ were referred to by Paul.

Now there are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit. And there are diffecdrasd®inistrations, but

the same Lord. And there are diversities of operations, but it is the same God whieth\abrik all.

But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal. For t@ gmnen by the

Spirit the word of wisdom; to another the word of knowledge by the same Spirit; To another faith by
the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit; To another the workirarkefsn

to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to ahether t
interpretation of tongues: - 1 Corinthians 12:4-10

These supernatural gifts were also given to gentile believers as can betegeormelius and
occasioned a debate in Jerusalem as to whether the gentile believers should becctongizserve the
law.

And they of the circumcision which believed were astonished, as many as daPetaitbecause that
on the Gentiles also was poured out the gift of the Holy Ghost. - Acts 10:45

It is difficult to imagine what else could have been done to demonstrate tahsta@lod was real and
offering to have his kingdom established.

Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise: For he looked for a city which hath
foundations, whose builder and maker is God. - Hebrews 11:9-10

Chapter 14 - The Kingdom Today



For the last 2,000 years there has been no nation of Israel or kingdom of God on earth. Many orthodox
Jews resisted the establishment of the political entity of the nation dfitsd#8218 because they felt

that only the Messiah should do so. Today even those who live in the nation of Israel would
acknowledge that they are not the promised kingdom of God.

There are a number of promises and prophecies for Israel that have not yet bésh fENfin the war
described in Ezekiel 38 has not yet taken place. Some attempt to resolve this witina that says
that all has been fulfilled in Christ. While succinct, it fails to explaedpecific nature of many of the
promises and the restoration of a remnant of Israel described in the bible.

The prayer, “thy kingdom come” implies that there is a kingdom, that it iwle¢se, and that it is
possible that it can come here. We know that Jesus is the king, that he is not ohpeasttnd and
that he will come.

Chapter 15 - The future events surrounding the establishment of the kingdom

We see that there will be future circumstances of difficulty for the natiomasdl Isuch that they will be
more enthusiastic about the arrival of their Messiah.

And | will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and
of supplications: and they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him,
as one mourneth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in bifterhess
firstborn.

Who hath heard such a thing? who hath seen such things? Shall the earth be made to bring forth in one
day? or shall a nation be born at once? for as soon as Zion travailed, she brought forth her children. -

And he shall confirm the covienant wit
many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblad®s to ce
and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until the consummation, and
that determined shall be poured upon the desolate. - Daniel 9:26-27

The key event for Israel to observe was described by Daniel, but also edifeyatesus.

When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in
the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:) Then let them which be in Judaea thee into t
mountains: Let him which is on the housetop not come down to take any thing out of his house:
Neither let him which is in the field return back to take his clothes. - Matthew 28:15-

Around the time of this activity there will be two “witnesses” in Jerusalém testify of God and have
supernatural powers to resist anyone who tries to stop them from speaking. Godlwilallow them
to be killed. Their bodies will lie dead in the streets for three days as thkecetebrates their death.

And after three days and an half the Spirit of life from God entered into them, and they stood upon their
feet; and great fear fell upon them which saw them. And they heard a great voice fromdagawgp

unto them, Come up hither. And they ascended up to heaven in a cloud; and their enemies beheld them.
And the same hour was there a great earthquake, and the tenth part of the city fell, and in the
earthquake were slain of men seven thousand: and the remnant were affrighted, and gave glory to the
God of heaven.

It may be that this event and the abomination of desolation occur close in time. Regaishesss
that there will be a believing remnant of Jews fleeing to the wilderness to beatupalty protected
by God for three and a half years.

Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed
of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world: - Matthew 25:31-
34

Chapter 16 - The Kingdom and the Time of the Gentiles

Salvation had been for Israel for those who trusted in the promises of God and dentbthsiratielst
through their works. Eternal life was to be obtained at the resurrection of the justadasunced that
this was to change in that those who trusted (had faith) in him would obtain immediatesal

Verily, verily, | say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath
everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life. 24ohn 5:

And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up: Tha
whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life. - John 3:14-15

This was called a “mystery” in that it had not been specifically teddzefore by God. Another
“mystery” that was revealed was that gentiles would also have the opportunitgiieereternal life
through faith in Jesus.

If ye have heard of the dispensation of the grace of God which is given me to you-ward: Hiyw that
revelation he made known unto me the mystery; (as | wrote afore in few words, Whesabye w

read, ye may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ) Which in other agesmaenot
known unto the sons of men, as it is now revealed unto his holy apostles and prophets by the Spirit;
That the Gentiles should be fellowheirs, and of the same body, and partakers of his promisé in Chris
by the gospel: - Ephesians 3:2-6

While salvation by grace through faith was being dispensed to the nation ofrisaagtipation of the
kingdom, Paul was also called to dispense this grace to the gentiles.

But contrariwise, when they saw that the gospel of the uncircumcision was conumiittexde, as the
gospel of the circumcision was unto Peter; (For he that wrought effectually in &¢ter apostleship
of the circumcision, the same was mighty in me toward the Gentiles:) And when Jgrhas, &ed
John, who seemed to be pillars, perceived the grace that was given unto me, they gave to me and
Barnabas the right hands of fellowship; that we should go unto the heathen, and they unto the
circumcision. - Galatians 2:7-9

There were those among the Jews that sought to impose the law (most notably coo)imcigentile
believers because they were unable to see a different condition for the gentiles

But there rose up certain of the sect of the Pharisees which believed, saying wisaheedful to
circumcise them, and to command them to keep the law of Moses. - Acts 15:5



James responded to this with the exercise of the power of “binding and loosinggshatgave to the
disciples. (what you “bind” on earth shall have already been bound in heaven, Mat 16). taaned de
what were requirements for gentile sojourners described in Leviticus.

Wherefore my sentence is, that we trouble not them, which from among the Gentileseai¢o God:
But that we write unto them, that they abstain from pollutions of idols, and from fornicatiomp@nd f
things strangled, and from blood. - Acts 15:19-20

The entire letter to the Galatians concerned correcting the influence sombategained directing
them to follow the law and become circumcised. Even today there are those who watiigeshitiée
Christians into the realm of law keeping. Gentile Christians have accésskingdom the same way
as Jewish believers, through the regeneration of being “born again” in Christ.

Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear
Son: - Colossians 1:13

Our citizenship in the kingdom with the Jews is somewhat difficult to apprehenstiastains
dissolve and Christ is magnified.

And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of him that created him:
Where there is neither Greek nor Jew, circumcision nor uncircumcision, Barbarighjg®c bond nor
free: but Christ is all, and in all. - Colossians 3:10-11

We do not have a detailed understanding of what our relationship to the kingdom will be,dmut w
know that we are already part of the “body of Christ”.

For we are members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones. - Ephesians 5:30
We do have an indication that in the future we shall have a better understanding.

For now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to face: now | know in part; but then shall |
know even as also | am known. - 1 Corinthians 13:12

Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that,
when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is. - 1 John 3:2

Today those who believe in Christ are mostly gentile believers. As a group, we bavafhenced
often by the ideas of men to divide ourselves into denominations and follow the doctrines of men.

Some look to follow the laws given to the nation of Israel. Some seek to bring in tderkirty
making disciples of all nations. Others make lists of rules to follow to ingae gopnduct. However,
rather than seek a basis of action, it may be better to consider what the bibtgegilesoelievers as
an expectation or requirement.

For this cause we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to desire that ye
might be filled with the knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; That ye
might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing in
the knowledge of God; Strengthened with all might, according to his glorious power, unto allgatienc



and longsuffering with joyfulness; Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be
partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light: - Colossians 1:9-12
